b) DGõS Annual Objectives 2014-2015 
 

The Director Generalõs objectives were deposited and accepted by the Council of 
Commissioners. 
 
1. Collaborate in the preparation of the November 2014 School Board Elections 

and support the new Council of Commissioners in its inaugural year.  
2. Maintain an open communication rapport with the Council of Commissioners. 
3. Ensure the development and implementation of new school board policies, as 

well as the review of existing policies. 
4. Develop a streamlined MESA template for the 2015-2016 school year with the 

collaboration of Educational Services and school principals. 
5. Support Educational Services in the implementation of the Digital Citizenship 

Program for the CQSB. 
6. Work collaboratively with Directors of Service and principals in the elaboration 

of creative solutions that could minimize the adverse effects of budget cuts on 
direct student services.  

7. Increase the number of communications (visits/VC) to our schools in the

b) Remuneration of Electoral Personnel 

 
WHEREAS the Act respecting school elections stipulates that the School Board 
shall fix the tariff of remuneration and expenses of election officers and that the 
tariff cannot exceed that what is under the Election Act; 
 
WHEREAS the Elections Act stipulates that the tariff of remuneration and expenses 
of election officers shall be fixed by government regulation; 
 
WHEREAS the Regulation respecting the tariff of remuneration and expenses of 
election officers determines the hourly remuneration and expenses to which 
election officers are entitled; 
 
It was MOVED by R. Lemelin, SECONDED by M.-C. Doucet and UNANIMOUSLY 
RESOLVED; that for the purposes of the school board elections to be held on 
November 2, 2014, the Council of Commissioners fix the hourly rates of 
remuneration and permissible expenses for all required electoral personnel as those 
established in the Regulation respecting the tariff of remuneration and expenses of 
election officers. 
 

c) Delegation of Authority ð Election Period (adoption) 
 
WHEREAS the current Council of Commissioners will hold its last meeting before 
the School Board Elections on September 12, 2014; 
 
WHEREAS the elections for the new Council of Commissioners will take place on 
November 2, 2014; 
 
WHEREAS the School Board must continue to conform to the stipulations of the 
various laws and regulations that govern its operations; 
 
WHEREAS it may be necessary for decisions to be made and documents signed 
during the period before the new Council of Commissioners is formed; 
 
It was MOVED by J. Rosenhek, SECONDED by C. Guay and UNANIMOUSLY 
RESOLVED; that the Director General or the Assistant Director General, be 
authorized to make all necessary decisions during the 2014 election period; and 
 
THAT the Director General or the Assistant Director General be authorized to sign 
all documents pertaining to contracts to be concluded during the 2014 election 
period, within the adopted budget; and; 
 
THAT the Director General report to the November 14, 2014 meeting of the Council 
of Commissioners.

d) 2014-2015 Library Books Allocation 

 
WHEREAS school board budgets have been cut by over $800,000,000 in the past 
few years including about $150,000,000 of compressions for the 2014-2015 school 
year; 
 
WHEREAS the ministère de l’Éducation, du Loisir et du Sport delivered the 2014-2015 
school board budgetary rules and initial budget parameters in late July after many 
contractual expenditures had been committed; 
 
WHEREAS the said budgetary rules were duly approved by the Treasury Board; 
 
WHEREAS the said budgetary rules mention that the School Board may make, 
with respect to the proposed budgetary reductions to be applied to groups of 
financial allocations, different choices as identified in the financial parameters; 
 
WHEREAS the ministère de l’Éducation, du Loisir et du Sport advised the School 
Boards, in accordance with the provisions of the budgetary rules, that each could 
decide on how the current round of budget compressions could be applied; 
 
WHEREAS School Boards had no choice but to reflect the 24% government 
imposed reduction in library funding as a decrease in new book purchases; 
 
WHEREAS the ministre de l’Éducation, du Loisir et du Sport has now required the 
School Boards to reinstate the full budget for the purchase of library books; 
 
It was MOVED by M.-C. Doucet, SECONDED by W. Marois and UNANIMOUSLY 
RESOLVED; that the ministère de l’Éducation, du Loisir et du Sport fully fund the 
increase in expenditures resulting from the request of the ministre de l’Éducation, du 
Loisir et du Sport to reinstate full library book budgets; and 
 
THAT the ministre provide such funding as a special grant to be applied to the 
current 2014-2015 budget year; and 
 
THAT there be no requirement that School Boards cut other budgets that have 
already been committed; and 
 
THAT the ministère de l’Éducation, du Loisir et du Sport respect the terms of the 
budgetary rules which represent the agreement reached with School Boards that 
each be allowed to determine the distribution of their budgets to best reflect the 
specific needs of each school boardõs students, staff, and community; and 
 
THAT the new Council of Commissioners elected at the November 2 School Board 
Elections follow up this demand directly with the ministre de l’Éducation, du Loisir et 
du Sport and the ministère de l’Éducation, du Loisir et du Sport officials.
